Denmark, named after the ethnonym of the Germanic tribe — the Danes. The Kalmar Union, the union of the kingdoms of Denmark, Norway (with Iceland), and Sweden (with Finland) under the supreme authority of the Danish kings, established in Kalmar (Kalmar, Sweden), is a period in the history of the Scandinavian countries during which they were all united (1397—1523). The formation of the union was supported by the feudal lords of Denmark and Sweden (who had estates in all three kingdoms), as well as trading cities, in order to fight German economic and political expansion. The history of Denmark is revealed through the names of cities. Which city was named after a sanctuary of Odin?
